White Cane Day T-shirt Description 2005-2009

2005 The t-shirt will be red with black and white print.

On the front of the shirt is a globe splint in half horizontally on the top left corner are the words MANY WAYS TO then are start bursts in shapes of triangles.  In the middle are the words: WHITE CANE DAY, Austin, Texas, 2005. Blow the words are the figures of a person using an cane walking inward and opposite them is a person using a dog guide.  Below is the second half of the globe, starbursts in shapes of triangles then the words: TRAVEL THE WORLD.

On the back of the t-shirt is the quotation “…LIFE IS EITHER A DARING ADVENTURE OR NOTHING.” –HELLEN KELLER-

2006 The t-shirt will be royal blue with light blue, white and black print.

On the front of the t-shirt: White Cane Day 2006 in a arc above the Austin skyline with the Capitol in the center moving forward from the Capitol is a sidewalk with an animated dog guide with a harness on and its tail wagging in the air. Next to the dog guide is an animated long white cane with one hand on its hip and the other hand waiving and a smile on its face. Below is Austin, Texas.

On the back of the t-shirt: from the top of the shirt moving down in Braille is HOW IS MY DRIVING? (white).  Below the Braille, the phrase will be written in print (Black).  Moving down the shirt will be a list of sponsors and at the very bottom of the t-shirt will be in Braille “Ready to Work, Ready to Contribute”

2007 The t-shirt will be canary yellow with white and black print.

On the front of the t-shirt: starting from the top moving down is WHITE CANE DAY 2007 (black text), below there are 9 boxes in three rows and three columns (white ink).  In the boxes there is artwork (black ink) varying from people with canes, to dogs, squirrels, teddy bears using canes.   Below is the phrase: Artwork contributed by the students of the Texas School for the Blind and Visually Impaired.  Below AUSTIN, TEXAS (black ink).

On the back of the shirt: From the top of the t-shirt in Braille the phrase: I’M NOT JUST BLIND…I’M OUT OF SIGHT!”(white).  Below the Braille, the phrase will be written in print.  Moving down the t-shirt will be a list of sponsors and at the very bottom of the t-shirt will be in Braille “Ready to Work, Ready to Contribute”

2008 The t-shirt will be burnt orange with black and cream print.

 On the front of the t-shirt: Starting from the top is WHITE CANE DAY (black text) all in capital letters. Below that is an image of the State of Texas (cream with black outline) with the number 2008 (black text) separated by the Texas panhandle.  Over the State of Texas, there are images of two people, (one person traveling with a cane and another person traveling with a dog guide) walking across the state.  There is a star where Austin is located.  Near the southwest part of the state where Mexico is located are the words Austin, Texas (black text).  At the southern tip of Texas is the signature of the artist Harry Bokemeyer.

On the back of the shirt:  From the top of the t-shirt in Braille the phrase “NEVER LOST…FOREVER EXPLORING!” (black) will be split between two lines.  Below the Braille, the phrase will be written in print.  Moving down the t- shirt will be a list of sponsors and at the very bottom of the t-shirt will be in Braille “Ready to Work, Ready to Contribute”
2009 The t-shirt will be white with the ink colors being burnt orange, beige and brown.

Front of the shirt:

 Starting at the top of the t-shirt moving down

WHITE CANE DAY in burnt orange ink in western style lettering, behind white cane day is a light brown sunburst. Moving down there is a square frame made of barbed wire at the 12 o’clock position 2009 in white surrounded by a burnt orange oblong circle, at 3, 6 and 9 o’clock there are tiny five point stars, in the bottom left hand corner of the frame is a pair of cowboy boots with spurs and a hat.  Inside the frame on the left there is an image of two peoples legs from below the waist facing inward as if they were walking with their canes extended forward; facing them there is person and a German Sheppard dog guide in harness facing the people with the canes the dog guide is in front and the person behind the dog. Below the frame are the words DOING THE TEXAS TWO TAP in burnt orange ink and western style lettering.

Back of the shirt:

Starting at the top of the t-shirt moving down

Across the top is barbed wire with a five point star in the center, below in burnt orange ink in all caps contracted Braille is the phrase: THE ONLY DISABILITY IS A BAD ATTITUDE, the same phrase in all capitol print is below the Braille in western style lettering  also in burnt orange ink, below in the center is a pair of cowboy boots with spurs and a cowboy hat, moving down are the list of sponsors which will be finalized closer to the event, below after the sponsors is the phrase ready to work ready to contribute in contracted Braille.

2010 T-shirt will be red in color with white and black ink.

Front of shirt:

WHITE CANE DAY in white block letters, below is a German Sheppard’s head wearing black sunglasses in white and black ink, below the dog there is a white banner with the phrase BLIND TO THE BONE in a smokey font the phrase is in red, behind the German Sheppard there are two white canes crossing with the grips near the dogs ears and the cane tips extend out past the banner, below the banner 2010 in white block letters. There are decorative swirls in white behind the image adding character.

Back of the shirt:

EXPLORING THE WORLD ONE TAP AT A TIME in white puffed Braille split between two lines, below the same phrase in white block lettering, below a thin black line with a decorative swirl, below a list of sponsors. At the bottom of the shirt in puffed Braille is the phrase: Ready to work …Ready to contribute.
